of New Zealand’s Culture
Paddling their wakas (dugout canoes) over vast 
expanses of the South Paci�c, navigating by the stars 
from Samoa, Tahiti and other islands in Eastern 
Polynesia, the ancestors of the Maori people reached 
New Zealand sometime between 1200 and 1300, 
becoming its �rst known human inhabitants. 

�e Maori were expert hunters, gatherers and 
growers who wove �shing nets from harakeke (�ax), 
and carved �shhooks from bone and stone. �ey 
hunted native birds, including the now extinct moa, 
using ingenious traps and snares, and cultivated land, 
introducing vegetables such as the sweet potato.

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Legacy of the Moors
Spain and Morocco are both nations with rich and 
colorful histories in�uenced by many cultures down 
through the centuries — but perhaps by none more 
so than that of the Moors. �e Moorish presence here 
began when Muslims from eastern North Africa, 
including Berbers and Arabs, expanded westward 
and northward across the Mediterranean Sea. In 711 
they conquered Visigothic Hispania (the Iberian 
Peninsula). Later, the Berber Revolt in the Maghreb 
— a region that includes modern-day Morocco — led 
to eventual Moorish rule along the southern coast of 
the Mediterranean. 

Over the next 700 years, the Moors developed a culture 
devoted to Islam, while remaining comparatively 
tolerant of other religions. �ey built magni�cent 
mosques and impressive seats of learning, including 
some of the oldest continuously operating universities 
in the world. Christian Europeans waged a centuries-
long war dubbed the Reconquista to reclaim Iberia, 
which culminated in 1492. Moorish power later faded 
across Morocco as well.

DAYS 5–6: �e Galápagos | Rábida & Santa Cruz
Disembark at Rábida Island’s red-colored beach to observe 
marine iguanas, mockingbirds, yellow warblers and several

From the �nches that inspired Darwin to the 
whales that return to the islands each fall, wildlife sets 
the Galápagos apart.

Sea Lion
�e social sea lion hardly bats an eye at human 
visitors. When not congregating on the beach, 
sea lions are swi�, powerful swimmers. Want to 
swim with the sea lions? January through March 
is a great time of year for water clarity and warmer 
temperatures. Or come in October for a chance to 
snorkel with sea lion pups.

Great Frigatebird
Noted for the vivid red gular sac of the male of the 
species, which he in�ates to impress females during 
courtship, the frigatebird glides over the water on 
narrow wings that can span over six feet. 

Sally Lightfoot Crab
�is brilliant-hued crab is perhaps the islands’ most 
photogenic species. It occupies the rocky coasts, 
feeding on algae year-round. 

Blue-Footed Booby
Given to foot-stamping mating displays that make 
it a favorite of Galápagos visitors, the endearing 
blue-footed booby may be found mating and nesting 
year-round, depending on conditions.

Marine Iguana & Land Iguana
Called “imps of darkness” by Darwin, marine 
iguanas are well adapted to the water, with �nlike 
tails and teeth designed to scrape algae from rocks. 
�ey begin nesting in February. �eir terrestrial kin, 
land iguanas, prefer dining on prickly pear cactus 
and have a mating schedule that varies by island.

Galápagos Penguin
Both the rarest and the most northerly penguin 
species, this island denizen arrived at the Galápagos 
via the chilly Humboldt Current from Antarctica. 
Penguins and many other Galápagos bird species, 
such as red-footed boobies, start nesting in January.

Giant Tortoise
Overhunting and habitat loss nearly drove these 
placid, stately reptiles to extinction. Happily, 
conservation e�orts are proving successful and 
many subspecies’ populations are on the rise. Visit 
in January to see tortoises lay their eggs. Come 
between March and May to see their rare aquatic 
cousins, green sea turtles, nesting on the beaches.
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view the exuberant highland vegetation where giant tortoises 
roam in the wild, perhaps spotting one of the iconic, 
lumbering reptiles yourself. ‘La Pinta’ | Meals: B L D

DAY 7: �e Galápagos | Floreana
A�er breakfast, ride by panga (small boat) along the maze of 
channels on the north shore of Floreana Island, continuing 
to Baroness Cove with its breathtaking views. �en, land 
at Post O�ce Bay to visit the historic barrel that has been 
serving as a post o�ce in the archipelago for over two 
centuries. Return to the ship to proceed to Punta Cormorant. 
Before disembarking, snorkel or ride by glass-bottom boat, 
viewing life beneath the waves. Cruise along the coast of an 
extinct volcanic cone called Champion Islet. �is a�ernoon, 
go ashore at Punta Cormorant for an easy walk beside a 
brackish water lagoon where greater �amingos may be 
observed. Venture to the other side of the island to �nd a 
white-sand beach where sea turtles come to nest at night.
